5. The organisers reserve the right to amend the schedule as necessary.

The organisers reserve the right to reject or cancel any entry made by any person

or cancel any class (refunding any fees paid less £2 per competitor to cover

administrative expenses).

All entry fees must accompany entry forms.

No entries will be refunded without a Vet or Doctor’s Certificate within 10 days of event.

exercising at competitions.

12. Stewards’ instructions must be followed.

13. Misuse of whips or spurs will incur elimination. Blatant use of bad language may

result in the competitor being eliminated and/or barred from further competitions

14. Horses must be kept to a walk unless in the warm-up or competition arenas.

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places him/herself or others in any danger or who fails to observe the rules in this schedule.
